Dean left a widow, four sons, Joseph, Benjamin (who died when near his majority), William, John and a daughter Sarah.  After the death of her husband, Mrs. Dean resided some years on the farm which they had patented, but probably on account of the education of her children, removed to Philadelphia.  {ref: HISTORY OF THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN “THE FORKS OF BRANDYWINE”, pgs 73-78 & 218-219}

In October 1742, Rev. William Dean was licensed, having been received as a candidate in the preceding August, and he was sent to Neshaminy and Forks.  In the next May, Forks, with Brandywine and Cape May, presented calls for Mr. Dean, and Newcastle Presbytery requested that he might be joined to them.  He declined the three invitations and the Presbytery sent him to Forks and Pequea.  In the fall of 1743, Campbell and Beatty of Neshaminy went, as supplies to Forks, and the latter, with Dean, went thither in the ensuing summer.  William Dean settled in Newcastle Presbytery, and was sent by the Synod in 1746, with Mr. Byram, on a mission to Virginia.  President Davies says there was an extensive revival under their labors in Augusta County. BRANDYWINE MANOR:  ecclesiastically known as Forks of Brandywine, but called in common parlance Brandywine Manor, constituted in early times a part of what is now Upper Octorara.  The first pastor of the separate congregation was Rev. Samuel Black, who was installed Nov. 10, 1736, and was pastor until May 1741.  In the latter year occurred the schism in the Presbyterian Church which divided it into “Old Side” and “New Side”, and this church became divided, and a second house of worship was erected by those of the “New Side”.  Rev. Adam Boyd ministered to those of the “Old Side” from the separation until the settlement of Rev. William Dean, which was about 1743.  Mr. Dean died July 9, 1748. {Ref: Futhey, J. JOHN ENEAS McCALLISTER was born in Henderson County October 14th, 1805. His ancestors were of Scottish origin, and remarkable for their personal courage. His father, Eneas McCallister, was a native of Pennsylvania; his mother, whose maiden name was Kinkead, was also from the same State. His great-grandfather, Samuel Kinkead [GEORGE KINCAID], prior to Braddock’s defeat, was tomahawked [sic] by the Indians on the Potomac River, in Virginia, and his wife, two sons and a daughter, captured and carried away to the territory of Ohio. Samuel Kinkead, the oldest son, then about fourteen years of age, effected his escape and afterwards joined Washington’s army. Mrs. Kinkead was separated from her children, some time after their capture, and taken by the Indians to the territory of Illinois, near the Mississippi River. During this time a treaty had been effected between the government and the Indians, and a large number of them came into Pittsburg [sic]. With the Indians were the two Kinkead boys and their sister, who had, during her captivity, become the wife of one of the chiefs. A short time after their arrival, the three were discovered by their brother Sam, who was then a Captain in the American army. He persuaded the two boys to desert the Indians, but failed in all his efforts to reclaim his sister, she refusing to give up her wild Indian life and return among the whites. The mother, who was a captive, as before stated, in the Illinois territory, had often been importuned to marry one of the chiefs, and had as often positively declined. She [mother ALICE KINCAID] offended one of the chiefs in some way not known, and, for this reason, was ordered to be burned at the stake. The French, who then occupied the Missouri territory, and had built the town of Kaskaskia on the opposite side of the Mississippi, were on friendly terms and carried on a large trade with the Indians. A French merchant of Kaskaskia, named Larsh, was over among the Indians, and, discovering a white woman packing fagots and sticks, involuntarily made inquiries concerning her. He soon learned her history, and also that she was packing wood, whose leaping flames were that very night to burn her mortal frame and waft her spirit into eternity. Horrified beyond measure, this Frenchman determined to thwart the decree of the heartles [sic] monster and at the risk of his own life effect her escape. He met Mrs. Kinkead, and by signs and secret whispers, warned her of her approaching fate, and begged that she fly with him. This she consented readily to do, and as good fortune would have it, the two succeeded in reaching Kaskaskia. Larsch [sic] was a man of considerable means and unmarried. Owing, perhaps, to the exciting and dangerous incidents through which the two had passed, a mutual attachment sprung up between them which ultimately resulted in their marriage according to the rites and forms of the Catholic church. Mrs. Kinkead had been raised a Protestant, and, even after her marriage to Larsh, held to that faith. By some means, she managed throughout her entire captivity to save to herself a Protestant Bible, which she read day by day.
    Kaskaskia was a Catholic settlement, and Larsh, her husband, was a devoted member of the church; yet she held firm to her Bible and would read it whenever an opportunity offered. One day, while she was thus engaged, a priest happened in, and, discovering her with the book, seized hold of it, and, wrenching it from her hands, turned and threw it in the fire. Her husband was absent at the time, but upon his return, she told him what had happened. The story so enraged him that upon the return of the priest, he rushed upon him and, denouncing him, said: "I do you as you do my wife’s book;" with this he seized the priest and threw him in the fire. Larsh, knowing the penalty that would be visited upon him and his wife when this fact became known, seized a mattress from off of one of the beds and with her retreated hurriedly to the river, where he improvised a raft, upon which he placed the mattress, and the two made the perilous journey across the Mississippi River, where they claimed the protection of General Clarke’s army of Kentuckians, which had arrived in pursuit of the Indians. Larsh, as before stated, was a man of considerable means, but, after his flight, and discovery of what he had done, became known, every vestige of property to which he set claim was confiscated by the French. Captain Samuel Kinkead, of the American army, then stationed at Pittsburgh, hearing of his sister’s escape from the Indians and subsequent escape from Kaskaskia, to General Clarke’s army, obtained a leave of absence and, in a canoe, paddled down the Ohio to Cairo and thence up the Mississippi to Clarke’s army, where he found his sister. After relieving his fatigued limbs, he, with his sister and Larsh, her husband, took passage in the canoe and paddled down the Mississippi and up the Ohio to Pittsburgh, and, although both banks of the Ohio at frequent places were occupied by Indians, they made the journey successfully without encountering a single Indian or meeting with any serious obstacle. Larsh and his wife afterwards removed to Ohio, where they raised a family of children who proved worthy of their brave and noble parentage. The Larsh boys became, in after years, immensely wealthy, and one grandson died a leading man of Cincinnati commercial and local circles.     Captain Samuel Kinkead, who had braved all dangers for the relief of his sister [mother], whom he loved better than his own life, remained in the American army until its disbandment, when he returned to Virginia and married. In the year 1794 or ’95, he immigrated with his family to Lexington, Kentucky, where he remained about five years, then removing to Livingston County, settling in that part of it which fell to Caldwell in the formation of that county. He set up shop near 
Zenia, Ohio and traded for furs with a Shawnee Indian tribe that was 
located near Zenia. He spent two or three years at that location and 
anglicized his name from L'arche to Larsh.  His background is clouded, because no definite proof has been found.  Some of the old obituaries of his grandchildren say that he along with a 
sister and a brother, came from Strasburg, France in 1745. However, Hazel 
Lewis of Danville, IL in her extensive research, believes that he was 
originally a L'Archeveque who came to Canada in the early 1640's. Maybe 
someday we will find out for sure.
 

To continue the adventures of Paul Larsh, it so happened that the 
Shawnee Indians had made a raid on a settlement near Fort Dinwiddie in 
Pennsylvania in September, 1756. The home of George Kincaid was one of 
the homes that was raided. George was killed and the wife, Elizabeth and 
three children were brought back to their camp. (Two children, Samuel and 
William, were away from home at the time and thus were saved.) Elizabeth 
was the daughter of William and Sarah (Campbell) Dean of New York. Two of 
the three captured children were eventually killed. The other was found 
years later but his name has not shown up in any record.
 

Paul abandoning his goods, rescued Elizabeth by carrying her on his back 
the two miles to his boat. He then paddled down the little Miami and the 
Ohio Rivers and up the Mississippi to the French settlement of Kaskaskia. 
On June 19, 1759 they were married in the Church of St. Ann at Fort 
Chartres.  They resided there several years, and a son Charles was born. The family 
evidently turned to farming as Paul reportedly had &quot;400 acres in the 
bottoms&quot;. They eventually moved back to Fayette Co. Pennsylvania. In 1790 
a daughter, Hannah was born. Paul had either bought or settled on a farm 
near Uniontwon, Pa. He died there on June 14, 1794. It is not known where 
he is buried, but his daughter Hannah was buried in Smithfield Cemetery.

First and principally, I recommend my Soul to God that gave it and my 
body to the dust, nothing doubting but that I shall receive the same 
again at the general Resurriction of all flesh according to the mighty 
power of God and as touching my temporal estate with which it has pleased 
God to bless me with, I will and bequeath it in the way and manner 
following after funeral expenses is paid. I allow all my just debts to be 
paid. Also I will and bequeath to my well beloved wife Elizabeth, her 
wearing apperial, her choice of all my beds and furniture, her saddle and 
bridle, three cows to be chose likewise by herself, all the stock of 
sheep, a set of teaware, six pewter plates, two Basons and two potts, the 
one third of the land on which I now live, during her widowhood which 
must include the house I now live in and fifty acres of clear land 
adjourning thereto and privilege of firewood and necessary timber from 
any part of said plantation.
 

2nd. I bequeath to my son Charles Larsh, the one third of said 
plantation, my wearing apperel, a large house Bible, and a Rifle given to 
him and his heirs forever.
 

3rdly, I bequeath to my daughter Hannah one third of the foresaid 
plantation to her and heirs forever. And it is my will and request that 
the residue of my moveable estate to be sold by my Executors hereinafter 
named at Vendue and the sum ariseing from said Sail together with what 
may be indue me be equally divided between my wife and children, Charles 
and Hannah which Third part of my land I now live on &amp; of my personal 
Estate by this will bequeathed to my wife shall be in liew of her dower 
and after the marriage or death of my wife, Elizabeth, I will and 
bequeath to my children the land I bequeathed to her to be equally 
divided them. My said children and their heirs forever and should the 
almighty God Bless me with more children, it is my will that they be made 
equal sherers of my estate not withstanding the former bequeathments and 
it is my further will and testament that my well beloved wife Elizabeth 
and my beloved son Charles Larsh and my worthy friend Isaac Griffin to be 
the whole and sole Executor of this, my last will and Testament herby 
revoking and renouncing of former wills, gifts and Legacies. Confirming 
this and no other to be my Last will and testament in testemony when of I 
have herunto set my hand and seal this seventeenth day of November in the 
year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and ninety two.

ADAM BOYD was born in Ballymena, County Antrim, Ireland. He came to America in 1692.  On October 13, 1724, he was ordained and installed as a pastor of Upper Octoraro Presbyterian Church in Sadsbury Township, Chester County, Pennsylvania.  He filled this position until a few weeks before his death which occured on November 23, 1768.  Adam owned more than 500 acres of land in the vicinity of his church.  Part of this tract is still owned by his family.  On October 23, 1724,  Adam married Jane Craighead, dau. of Thomas Craighead.  [Source: Chester County Clocks and Their Makers, Arthur E. James, 1947]
The first regular paster [Upper Octoraro Presbyterian Church] was Rev. Adam Boyd, a native of County Antrim, Ireland, who was installed October 13, 1724.  Mr. Boyd was at that time thirty-two years of age, and ten days after his ordination was married to Jane, daughter of Rev. Thomas Craighead.  In 1741, the church was rent in twain by the “Old Side” and “New Side” controversy…during the division, he ministered to the “Old Side” portion of Brandwine Manor Church.  Mr. Boyd died Nov. 23, 1768, aged seventy-six years, having been paster for a period of forty-four years.  He left four sons and six daughters, and his descendants are now numerous. In 1794, when the Philadelphia and Lancaster Turnpike was under construction,  M.Wallace Boyd built the present substantial structure at Boyd's Corner.  The property was known as the "Sign of the Black Horse" or as the "Black Horse Tavern" for some thirty years. Upon the completion of the Philadelphia & Columbia Railroad, in 1834, this inn, like many of the wayside taverns along the turnpike, became obsolete. The Black Horse of recent times is a mile west of “Boyd's Corners”.  Inventory on M.Wallace Boyd (papers 8179), 12/13/1827:  "8 day clock $60. Silver watch $10. Rifle and Moulds $18."   

· JOHN BOYD, Clockmaker, born 1805.  In addition to farming, a clock and watchmaker.  He inherited the tavern property on a part of which he had a clock shop. In 1857 he married Sarah ARMSTRONG.  Son J. Wallace, born in 1865,  inherited the family farm containing the old tavern -- during past two centuries this property has been owned by six consecutive generations of the Boyd family.  Possible that John Boyd learned his trade from George W. Baldwin, who at this period was actively engaged in making clocks at Sadsburyville (village only two miles east of the Boyd home).  Buried in the Octoraro Graveyard:  "John Boyd, April 26, 1867, 63 yrs 3,6".  John Boyd shared with David Anderson, of  Honey Brook, the honor of being among the last of the old school of clockmakers in Chester County. JOSEPH TATE - "Was received as a licentiate, by Donegal Presbytery, April l, 1748, and was sent to Lower Pennsborough, (Silver Spring,) Marsh Creek, and Conewago.  On the 14th of June, he was called to Donegal; and, soon after, the Rev. Andrew Bay, of the New Side Presbytery of Newcastle, accused him of having preached false doctrine at the Three Springs, (Big, Middle, and Rocky.).  He was acquitted, October 25, and accepted the call from Donegal, they giving seventy pounds to buy a plantation and seventy pounds salary. He was ordained, November 23, 1748: Samuel Thomson presided.  He spent eight Sabbaths in the following fall in Virginia.  Immediately after his installation he was married, December 15, 1748, to Margaret Boyd, the eldest daughter of Adam Boyd, of Octorara.  Her father gave her, besides a silk gown, a bed and its furniture, a horse and saddle, and nearly every article for housekeeping; all of which are carefully entered in his book.  

· Had leave, in 1768, to join the Second Philadelphia Presbytery. He was sent by the synod to Western Virginia and North Carolina; and, in the following March, he was called to Coddle Creek. [Congregation] immediately requested that his relation to them might be dissolved.
· He died October 11, 1774, aged sixty-three [Margaret died supposedly the same year]. Dr. Martin says "he was eccentric, but fearless in reproving vice and the errors of the day " 

· Their son, the Rev. Matthew Tate, graduated at the College of Philadelphia, was licensed by Newcastle Presbytery, and was employed as a supply in several presbyteries.  He visited the new settlements west of Albany, and went to the Southern States.  He received holy orders as a deacon from the hands of Bishop White, and was rector of St. Matthew's, South Carolina, from 1789 to 1792, when he removed to Beaufort, and had the charge of the parish till his death, October 7, 1795.

Augusta Co.: Crawford vs. Crawford  [O. S. 385; N. S. 141--Bill, 1821], by Wm Bell
and Margaret Crawford, executors of James Crawford, who died in Augusta, testate. Will dated 1798, leaving six children--four sons and two daughters--and one daughter was born after his death. His son George died unmarried and infant. William died unmarried. Sarah married Charles McClung; Elizabeth married Samuel McClung; Polly, the posthumous daughter, married John Allen, Sarah and Polly are both dead. In January, 1819, John Crawford married oratrix Margaret, who is daughter of William Bell, orator. John's mother, Mary, lived a time with her daughter Elizabeth in Greenbrier. John died 24th February, testate, but will has not been proved.
